Peter Lowery 
Peter purchased his freedom as a slave in 1839. He was converted and then 
mentored by Tolbert Fanning. Fanning started the Gospel Advocate journal in 
1855 along with William Lipscomb. William was the brother of David Lipscomb. 
David is the one most of us think of in connection with the Gospel Advocate. 
David and James A. Harding founded the Nashville Bible School, which was later 
named Lipscomb University after DavidΩs death. Peter is thus located right in the 
middle of what we today call The Restoration Movement.  
 

Peter worked and farmed at Franklin College (started by Tolbert Fanning). He 
owned businesses worth $40,000.00. That may not seem much in our eyes    
today, but back then that was a whole lot of money! Unfortunately, he lost his 
businesses during the Civil War.  
 

He planted the first Black congregation in Nashville. He received a lot of         
harassment from the city leaders and others in Nashville in his efforts to preach 
the gospel to the blacks in Nashville. He sought permission to have an evening 
service for his congregation but was denied because the city government didnΩt 
think Black preachers were άcompetent.έ He did leave Nashville for a while,    
going to Ohio. He eventually returned and continued his preaching to the freed 
blacks in Tennessee.  
 

He and his son, Samuel, started a college for blacks like Tolbert FanningΩs    
Franklin College. The school received a lot of opposition and eventually closed. 
Samuel went on to become a lawyer. He was admitted to the Supreme Court 
bar with the help of Belva Ann Lockwood. Belva was the first woman admitted 
to the Supreme Court bar. Samuel was the first black lawyer to appear before 
the US Supreme Court to argue a case. 
 

Peter Lowery has left quite a legacy in the Restoration Movement. He refused  
to give in to opposition and persecution. He kept the faith and fought the good 
fight.
